*Palm or Passion Sunday, March 28, 8am and 10 am

            strewn with palms.  Jesus’ three-year journey ends with the tragedy &  
            triumph of the Cross. 
 
 

*Holy Monday Eucharist, March 29, 7pm 

An opportunity to gather in quiet meditation upon God’s 

heritage of Presence and Promise to His People. 
 

*Tenebrae – Tuesday, March 30, 7pm 

               Derived from the Latin word for “darkness or shadows”, this is a 

centuries- old liturgy of darkness overcoming the light…except the one 

inextinguishable Light:  Jesus Christ. 

 

*Seder – Wednesday,  March 31, 7pm 

The Passover Seder is one of the most widely observed of all Jewish customs that  

celebrates the liberation of the Jews from slavery in Egypt over 3000 years ago. It is the basis 
of our Holy Eucharist today.  Come join in a true Seder meal.

* Maundy Thursday Foot Washing & Eucharist, April 1, 7 pm 

The commemoration of Jesus’ institution of the Holy Eucharist, which was 
preceded  by his washing his disciples feet as an example of servanthood to 

them.  The humility of foot washing & the stripping of the altar prepare us for 
Good Friday. 

 

*Good Friday, April 2 

Liturgy for Good Friday  – Noon to 1 pm 

 “Way of The Cross” (Re-enactment of the Passion)   - 7 pm
